3.	 An	incident	report	is	signed	by	the	parent	and	kept	on	file.	
4.	 Site	Tutor/	Site	Manager	will	conference	with	parent.	
	
Continual	Behavior	Problem:	
	
To	provide	the	best	learning	environment	for	all	children,	repetitive	behavior	
problems	will	be	addressed	as	follows:	
	
1.	 After	the	receipt	of	the	third	disciplinary	incident	report	the	child	will	not	be	
	 allowed	to	attend	the	program	for	the	next	5	consecutive	school	days.	
2.	 If	the	problem	continues,	the	student	may	no	longer	be	eligible	to	
	 participate	in	the	program.	
3.	 “Beyond	the	Bell”	reserves	the	right	to	expel	a	student	from	the	
	 program	who	engages	in	disruptive	behavior	or	behavior	that	is	
	 harmful	to	himself	or	others	without	the	necessity	of	having	received	three	
	 disciplinary	incident	reports.
